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Leslie King is a survivor of human trafficking and sexual exploitation. She was 

trafficked in Grand Rapids at the tender age of 15 and became trapped in the 

underworld of prostitution and drug addiction for over 20 years. In July 2000, Leslie 

miraculously found the strength and courage to break free. Since 2003, she has been 

intensely engaged in working with individuals who find themselves trapped in the 

same horrors that she experienced.

In 2005, Leslie opened Sacred Beginnings and continues to conduct street outreach, 

advocate for victims, and mentor survivors in their healing journeys. She frequently 

consults with law enforcement, clergy, and other professionals requesting direction 

and understanding in working with prostituted individuals. She also speaks at various 

conferences and academic institutions on the issue of human trafficking. She has won 

numerous awards since 2008 in recognition of her incredible work.
